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ORDER OF SERVICE
If you are getting married in a church, you will require an Order of Service. Please allow one copy for every two guests 

and a few extra for the clergy, choir and last minute guests. It is advisable to supply copies of hymns from the hymn book 
you are to use on the day as versions can vary. Order of Service can be ordered six weeks before the wedding. 

If requested a proof can be supplied free of charge.
